Please provide your answers to the questions by filling in the blanks in the shaded box that follows the explanations below.  Through this survey we would like to know about:
a. All of the women helped by your shelter on November 25th, 2009.  They may have stayed in the shelter, visited the shelter, phoned the shelter, attended a shelter group program, or had a shelter worker visit them.  And… 

b. Of all the women helped on November 25, how many of them were known by shelter staff to be pregnant?
c. The number of children helped by your shelter.  They may have come to the shelter with their mothers, participated in a children’s group program, been visited by the shelter worker, or their mother was receiving help from the shelter.  For instance, if a woman calls the shelter for help and tells you that she has two children; then you would count that you helped one woman and her 2 children.

d. The number of women, children and seniors who asked for help from your shelter but you were not able to give them all the help they needed because you had no space for them, you were full, had no staff to help or not enough money to provide the service.  This will give us an idea of the number of unmet requests for shelter services in one day as a result of a shortage of funds and staff. 

e. In kind support you received from the community, such as food, clothing, volunteer hours, etc.  We know that the general community provides support to shelters in many different ways and would like to help paint a picture of this support.  


f. (and “g”) Comments that help describe the situation women and children find themselves in and how shelter workers feel about the work they do. A few examples of the type of comments and length are in the body of the e-mail you received.  All comments will be anonymous.
